· Interconnections- Families
· Content Objective: Students will be able to demonstrate that children in a family look like their parents.
· Language Objective:  Students will be able to name the mother, father, brother and sister in a family. Students will be able to describe colors of hair and eyes in their family.
· Time: 45 minutes
· Materials: Large picture card of a human family.  Family tree worksheet. Students bring pictures of their families.
· I do: Teacher shows a picture of his/her family and identifies the members.  Teacher describes different members of family, pointing out hair and eyes and their colors.  Teacher places family tree worksheet under camera and draws self, mother and father.
· We do:  Teacher has a student come up front with family picture and tree worksheet.  Student draws picture of self, mother and father quickly.
· You do:  Students complete their family tree worksheets.
· I Do: Teacher models the words hair and eyes and explains the colors of his/her hair and eyes. Teacher explains the colors of the hair and eyes of his/her father and mother.  Teacher explains that he/she has the hair or eyes of his/her mother or father and looks like them.
· We Do: Class goes to carpet with family trees and sits in circle. Teacher helps a student identify the color of the students’ hair and eyes.  Teacher helps students identify the colors of the hair and eyes of his/her mother and father.  Teacher points out student looks like his/her parents.
· You Do: Students all take a turn discussing the appearance of themselves, their mothers and fathers with help of teacher.
· Management: Remind students of how to use pencils, crayons and do good work.
· Language Production:  Students describe the appearance of themselves, their mothers and their fathers in a class activity with the help of the teacher.
· Assessment: Student’s Family Trees and their language production in the circle.
